We are doing
everything we possibly can to help children catch up with
their education and the staff are working incredibly hard in
this endeavour.

We are
in the process of trying to secure a day visit for year 4 at
the end of the Spring term and a residential visit for Y6 in
the summer term. However, I do not think we will know for
definite until after Christmas so we will keep you posted.
